Snow Closures

As this newsletter was due to be sent home the
country was gripped by severe disruption and
schools closures as a result of ‘The Beast from the
East’ and Storm Emma hitting us with force.

Based on the red and amber warning in place West
Lothian Council took the decision to close all schools and council nurseries on
Wed 28 Feb, Thurs 1 March and Fri 2nd March. This is not a decision that is
taken lightly and was based on risk assessment and information from
Scottish Government, Police Scotland and the Met Office.

It has meant that a number of planned school activities have not been able to
take place including World Book Day celebrations and our JRSO/Walking
Ambassadors Assembly.

We hope to all be back in school on Monday and so have rescheduled these
events for the following:
